Summarizing results, determining positions:

The position of the team will be determined based on accumulated points in all games in compliance with the rules.

In the case of equal number of points received by the teams, the winner will be determined based on:

(a) The result of the game between these two teams 

(b) Greater difference between the goals scored by the teams against each other 

(c) Total number of scored goals 

(d) If the indicators listed in (a), (b), and (c) are equal, 

A series of four penalty kicks performed by 4 different players of each team will be held, 

followed by additional single penalty kicks by each team in turn, until a goal is scored.

The teams that take the 1st and 2nd position will play against each other for gold and silver medals in the final game. The teams that take the 3rd and 4th position will play against each other for the bronze medal in the semifinal game.
